Summary of conditions for June 2008

June 2008 Temperature and Precipitation Summary

June - 8" The month began with high pressure over Texasging clear skies and warm temperatures to all of
Arizona. On the %, a trough moved through bringing high winds aridfedl on the %' in the northern part of the state.
Canyon de Chelly received 0.32”, Grand Canyon Airpa40”, and the south rim of the Grand Canyorenesd 0.47”

on June 8. The trough remained over the west through theéb8t there was no moisture, so conditions remaivesain
and dry. On the"®and 18" high pressure dominated and temperatures rosedddF in the lower deserts and along
the lower Colorado River. On the"lthrough the 18, a weak trough moved across north of Arizona tinigg
temperatures back down below 20

June 18 - 24" Between the 8and 24, an extremely strong high pressure ridge develayed northern Mexico
raising temperatures above fE@cross southern and western Arizona. The higbegierature reported was £EIn
Bullhead City on June 21 Even Winslow had 4 days of 10during this period. Excessive heat warnings vigseed
for the central and western deserts during thig.tim

June 28 — 30" From the 28 through the 2%, the high pressure moved east over northern MeticbTexas, allowing
monsoonal moisture to move northward into Arizdwéging rainfall to southern and southeastern ém& Nogales
received small amounts of precipitation on th& #&ough the 28th.

Monsoon

This year the National Weather Service in Arizona re-defined the monsoon season to begin Juheribend
September 30 rather than use Phoenix surface dewpoints tmeléfie onset of the monsoon. This allows the foaus
be on the thunderstorms rather than on the humidiityhe past, the summer thunderstorms frequelelgloped before
the monsoon season had officially begun, and maizgis were caught unprepared for the damagingsvand flash
flooding, typical of these convective storms. W# gontinue to monitor dew points, but the officsart of the
monsoon season is Jund"15

Monthly Temperature and Precipitation for Flagstaff, Phoenix, and Tucson

Maximum temperatures in Flagstaff and Tucson wegs average most of the month. In Flagstaff, mimm
temperatures were near freezing for 4 days. Tuogsoimum temperatures were near or slightly aboxezage all
month. Phoenix maximum and minimum temperaturegabpve average all month, making it tHearmest June on
record. Precipitation was below average for thattm@verywhere in the state, even though Junenisrgly a dry
month. Dew points were relatively low, rising tawahe end of the month as the monsoonal moistegar moving

north from Mexico. Still, daily average dew poiulisl not rise much above #during June.
