This daily writing has several purposes. First, treat the journal/log as a place to collect and reflect on ideas for your writing projects throughout the course. Second, use the journal/log as a place to reflect on what you’re learning about writing. The ideal is to write in the journal/log every day.  Because you are the primary audience for your journal/log, focus on ideas rather than the “table manners” of writing.  There will be many opportunities to attend to table manners in the public projects that you write.

Much of what you write in the journal/log can become part of the course portfolio.

Use a medium and format that you find convenient and comfortable. Some possibilities include a three-ring binder, a file folder, a Web site, a Web log (blog).
