As Director, I worked with colleagues in the Center for Learning and Teaching Excellence, as well as many faculty and administrators across the university, to offer activities and resources for the teaching corps on all three campuses of ASU. During my term, CLTE developed close working relationships with other teaching-support offices at ASU (especially Distance Learning and Technology and Instruction Support|Information Technology), with offices at ASU East and ASU West, and with the Maricopa Center for Learning and Instruction.  Since 1999, CLTE has greatly expanded its offerings for faculty and teaching assistants.  In addition to enhancing the activities for new faculty, we offered scores of workshops each semester—some university-wide and some for specific departments or colleges.  In 2000, I worked with many colleagues to develop the ASU Summer Institute on College Teaching, which expanded in 2001 to include the ASU Winter Institute on College Teaching. In 2002, we also began offering institutes during the Fall and Spring semesters.  During the past three years, the Center has also collaborated with or supported many faculty in writing instructional grants.  As Director of CLTE, I also served as the ASU liaison to the Campus Program of the American Association for Higher Educations.  In that role, I helped to bring both recognition and resources to ASU.

As Director of English Composition, I supervised a teaching staff of approximately 140 teaching assistants and associates, faculty associates, instructors, lecturers, and tenure-track and tenured faculty.  At the time, the program offered more than 600 course sections serving approximately 13,000 students each year. During my tenure as Director, I also worked each year with 25-35 new teaching assistants/associates, offering them three weeks of preparation in August, a three-credit teaching practicum in the fall, and weekly meetings throughout the spring.  As Director, I worked with colleagues to institute a portfolio evaluation system for first-year courses in 1996, and later linked students’ portfolios to a set of nationally developed learning outcomes.  In 1997, I oversaw an initiative to offer course sections of composition in computer-mediated classrooms, and those offerings grew to more than 60 sections per semester by 1999.
