Assignment Three Tips:

From the Assignment sheet: This assignment requires that you locate and define the multiple perspectives (opinions) currently operating in relation to an issue, map out the positions (arguments) taken by various groups (communities) who have a stake in this discussion, define an informed position on the topic and situate your position in relation to the positions you've uncovered during your research.

So in this paper you want to explain the different perspectives on a given issue, report the various positions (not just the extreme viewpoints), and develop an well-supported position which you will situate (or locate) somewhere within the range of various positions. 

If you wish to do something creative like a magazine or newspaper article, you must write a cover letter explaining who your intended audience would be. Your presentation of the material should correspond to the style of the magazine and its readership. For instance, an author would present an article on the same issue or topic for The New Yorker differently than he/she would for Rolling Stone. You would still give the reader all of the elements from the assignment sheet, but the tone and position would need to match the expectations of the readership. 
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
