2. Why do you want to be a doctor/dentist/PA/pharmacist/vet etc., SPECIFICALLY, I need to understand your MOTIVATIONS?

If you say that you are trustworthy or dedicated, then you will need to provide supporting EXAMPLES.  If you say that you are organized, then PROVIDE AN EXAMPLE, you get the point.  If you can't think of anything to write here, you’re your application will look like everybody elses, which is clearly not a good thing.
9. Have you taken the MCAT, DAT, PCAT or equivalent?  If so, what was your score, if not, what are your practice scores and when will you take it.  Did you/do you plan to take a prep course?
10.  Which schools will you apply to, and why?  Do you know the average scores on the MCAT/DAT/PCAT etc. and average GPA for the incoming classes for these schools?
