Directions to Thomas Alma Moulton Barn on Mormon Row

Jackson Hole, Wyoming

Go north on the highway out of Jackson roughly 15 miles or more.  You'll be headed in the direction of the airport and toward the small town of Moose, Wyoming.  As you're driving north, Blacktail Butte will come up on your right (to the east of the highway).  The Tetons will be on your left (to the west of the highway).  Just as you pass the north end of Blacktail Butte (there will probably be some people climbing the rocks at the end of the butte), you'll see a sign on your right to "Antelope Flats."  Take that right turn and travel on the Antelope Flats road maybe 3 or 5 miles until you come to a cross roads. You'll be headed roughly east toward the little town of Kelly, Wyoming (You've gone too far if you get to Kelly, btw).   Look for an old abandoned pinkish house on the left down the gravel crossroad.  The gravel road that crosses the paved antelope flats road is Mormon Row.  Turn right onto that gravel road (in the opposite direction of the pink house).  You should almost immediately see the TA Moulton barn come up on your right.

My relatives, Hal and Iola Blake, rent a few small cabins with kitchens in them right next to the barn, which is now owned by the park.  Their place is the only acre of privately-owned land left in that area of Grand Teton National Park.  It's a lovely, secluded location off the beaten track, but the cabins fill up fast. They may be booked up now, but if you'd like to return another year, get your reservations made with them way in advance.
