Iagan  Barrett: 
Origins of the Name: Iagan is a Scottish version of the name Aidan which is one of my own names. Barrett comes from Ben Barrett who was a member of “The Squad” or Michael Collins’ “Twelve Apostles”: a special and deadly unit of IRA assassins.
BACKGROUND: Born Friday November 13th  1831 under inclement weather mere seconds before a aerial barrage began just a couple hundred yards from his house. 
When he was 10, on Friday August 13th 1841,  his father who was tied up with intelligence work for  the contested power  was found mutilated by some kind of machinery with a note clenched in his hand. Iagan didn’t see this note but knew of its existence which bothered him for quite some time. The official story was that a group of rebels calling themselves “The Brigade” had found out Mr. Barrett’s name and tortured him to death for information.

Enraged, Iagan left home, stole a long knife and was able to kill the man guarding the leader of The Brigade but was caught. They spun a much different story of his father’s death. As it turned out, Mr. Barrett was actually a prominent member of The Brigade and had been working as a mole for them for about 15 years when his cover was blown. The government killed him and blamed it on The Brigade. Iagan, a staunch patriot did not believe them until they produced the note, in his father’s handwriting, that Mr. Barrett had been holding. Its contents are known only to the leader of The Brigade (known only as Brigadier) and Iagan. What is known is that this note convinced Iagan without a shadow of a doubt that they were telling the truth. They gave him a post replacing the man he had killed and unraveled the government’s elaborate web of conspiracy, propaganda, and injustices. Being of an exceptionally sharp mind and abnormally thin frame, he quickly progressed through their ranks and became the chief assassin with only one equal (also called chief assassin). Her name was _Blah_. He was very mechanically minded and spent his off time inventing new weapons eventually integrating a gun into the first knife he owned. His inventions became more and more elaborate and he worked very closely with Ethan Hearsch, an allemandic weapons specialist, on the Angocoellum rifle. Hearsch, who took all credit for the weapon eventually defected and was eliminated by _Blah_ before he could be of use to the government. This deception was quite disturbing to Iagan who became much more pensive after the ordeal.
His actual job was to seek out members of Sinestra, the government’s answer to the Brigade, a group with no scruples between them and directly responsible for the harrowing death of his father, and eliminate them. Through his exploits he discovered, with the help of _Blah_, that his mother’s house was being used as a communications hub. 

One night he went to his house in disguise as an average citizen (a watchmaker) and discovered that his mother was still a complete patriot and would not believe that it was her own government that caused Mr. Barrett’s death and when Iagan produced the note she realized that he was in cahoots with the brigade and tried to shoot him. _Blah_ who was hiding in the shadows deftly shot her. He was wounded in the arm but became almost silent and devoted all of his time to “cleaning” and development of more stealthy weaponry.  His most prominent devices include: the noiseless fragmentation explosive, several undetectable poisons involving microscopic machinery, a rope that will strangle the person whose neck it’s placed on and then turn to dust,  as well as the long range rifle carried by his partner which is capable of killing a fly from 1000 yards and is effective on humans much farther away.
It is now 1854 and as it stands, there are only 3 members left of Sinestra but they are in hiding and prove to be extremely difficult to locate. The brigade, after Sinestra is taken care of, plans on exposing the corruption rank within the government and staging a coup.

He is always impeccably dressed and never leaves the catacomb without the Angocoellum. Due to the uncanny number of unlucky events that happened on days including or having something to do with the number 13 he is very superstitious of the number 13 and will have nothing to do with anything having any correlation with it. It’s become something of a paranoia with him and on the 13th day of each month especially if it’s Friday, everyone in the brigade knows to keep well out of his way.
