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The Magician was accompanied by paraphernalia representing numerous ritual roles — including weather control, curing, combating
witchcraft, war, hunting, divination, and astronomical knowledge. In ethnographically-known Puebloan cultures, ritual knowledge may
translate into social and political influence. The Magician may have filled local and regional leadership roles as a warrior, arbitrator, and
adjudicator. However, among Puebloans, many of these roles are segregated into sodalities with mutually exclusive membership.
Additionally, the array of objects found does not suggest a generalized ritual practitioner. Different sets of specialized paraphernalia for
the enactment of symbolically and functionally differentiated rituals are present. Thus, the Magician himself may not have filled all of
the roles represented in the offerings. The diversity of ritual roles represented may instead reflect the needs of the mourners to reaffirm
their positions in a new social arrangement. The decommissioning of these inalienable objects may have been performed to cither
reaffirm or restructure the ritual order. Rather than being an example of an aggrandizing elite, the burial of the Magician and the
offcrings dcpositcd with him may have been an affirmation of the social ideals of distributive power pcrformcd by individuals or groups

who controlled different complementary rituals.
