Credit For Learning Communities English

All fall LCs with English will be teaching one course: ENG 194 (Learning Community English I). All spring LCs with English will be teaching one course: ENG 294 (Learning Community English II). At the end of the semester each student will be given a grade in ENG 194 (at the end of the fall semester) and ENG 294 (at the end of the spring). Since freshmen enter ASU with different levels of preparation and experience, here is how their work and preparation will be assessed to determine if they meet the writing requirement learning outcomes.

1) Freshmen eligible for ENG 105 (Advanced Writing) who are taking ENG 194 will have completed the University Writing Requirement by the end of the fall semester if they receive a satisfactory grade in ENG 194("C"). If these students continue on to ENG 294 in the spring and complete that satisfactorily, they will be awarded a General Studies "L" credit for that course.

2 Freshmen who have AP credit for ENG 101 (a score of 4 or 5) will, if they complete ENG 194 satisfactorily in the fall, have completed the University Writing Requirement by the end of the fall semester. If these students continue on to ENG 294 in the spring and complete that satisfactorily, they will be awarded a General Studies "L" credit for that course.

3) Freshmen who have completed ENG 101 satisfactorily through a community college course will, if they complete ENG 194 satisfactorily in the fall, have completed the University Writing Requirement by the end of the fall semester. If these students continue on to ENG 294 in the spring and complete that satisfactorily, they will be awarded a General Studies "L" credit for that course.

4) Freshmen who are only ENG 101-eligible and who are taking ENG 194 in an LC in the fall will have their writing portfolios assessed in December by an independent team of English faculty and TAs. If the portfolios demonstrate that these students have met the learning goals of the University Writing Requirement in one semester, they will be given credit for having completed the Requirement in the DARS system. These students may then, if they continue into ENG 294 in the spring, receive GS "L" credit for that course if they complete it satisfactorily.

5) ENG 101-eligible students taking 194 in the fall whose portfolios do not demonstrate that they have met the learning goals of the University Writing Requirement at the end of the fall semester will receive the DARS equivalent of "101" credit for the fall semester. They can complete the University Writing Requirement in the spring semester by taking ENG 294 in a learning community or by taking any ENG 102 and receiving a satisfactory grade.

All of the "credits" referenced above will be entered as exceptions into DARS by my office. LC students' transcripts will show that they received course credit for ENG 194 (fall) and ENG 294 (spring).
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
