For this project you will locate three current calls for conference proposals or papers (articles, chapters, etc.) published in composition and composition related print or electronic journals, e-lists, websites, clearinghouses, faculty and student websites, and any other resource you can think of. In addition to the Compile handout (http://comppile.tamucc.edu/) you might also try the WAC Clearinghouse (http://wac.colostate.edu/index.cfm), the notice boards outside the English department and Writing Programs offices.
Once you have located your calls, make photocopies of them or print them out. On a cover sheet for each call, write a brief statement describing the organization or publication’s purpose, audience, and scholarly focus, and the source of the call.

I will collate all of the calls (except for duplications) and distribute PDF copies to each class member. So, search far, wide, and deeply to provide us all with a rich resource of publication opportunities.
