REPORT ON A C.A.R. PROJECT

For this assignment, I want you to read a significant journalism project that was done using computer-assisted reporting, and then write a report about it (in Portuguese!) 
These separate reports will be compiled and made available to the entire class. The purpose of the assignment is to give you all a widespread overview of the kinds of investigative projects being done using CAR techniques these days.

The report should be about 4-5 pages in length and answer as many of the following questions as possible:

· What is the title of the project?

· What news organization published/broadcast it?

· When was it published?

· What is the url of the project?

· Who were the journalists?

· What were the main findings of the project, or what is the purpose of the project if it wasn’t an investigative report?

· Have any changes resulted from the project?

· Where did the data come from?

· What sort of information graphics were used, and how effective were they in illustrating the findings?

· What sort of interactive web features were used?

· What sort of reader comments did the project receive?

· Did the project win any prizes?

· Finally, could a project on this subject be done in Portugal? How? What government agency would be likely to have the necessary data? What difficulties would there be? How might those difficulties be overcome?

To answer some of these, you may need to do some online research beyond just reading the project itself. For instance, look for later news stories mentioning prizes or following up on results. You may also consider trying to do an email interview with one of the reporters.  (That can be difficult because some of these reporters may be in different jobs by now.)

The assigned projects for each of you are on the attached sheet. You can switch projects with someone if you both agree to the switch. You can find another significant project to report on if you wish, but it can’t be one already on the list; there should be no duplicates.

You can write this report in Portuguese. It is due Jan. 13 and is to be sent as a Word document to Prof. Granado. I am particularly interested in your thoughts about the last question; I want you to consider the problems and perhaps solutions in doing this kind of work in Portugal.
