Throughout the rest of the semester you will research your topic and become the class expert in that topic by the end of the semester.

Near the end of the semester we will have a poster session in which we display everyone’s projects around the room.  Your poster should include a title, an investigative question, an introduction, your data and a discussion of the data used to answer your question, a conclusion, and a list of resources.  You will also want to include some images, graphs, rock samples, etc. related to your topic.  Be sure to cite all sources for all information you use (including any visual aids).

Everyone will go around the room reading each other’s posters.  A notes sheet will be provided by the instructor for important details to study.  Questions based on the notes sheet will be part of the final exam.  Therefore, you will benefit your classmates as well as yourself by doing a thorough job on your posters.

On Thursday March 6 you will turn in 5 possible questions on which to focus your final project.  For example if you are doing Global Warming, one possible question might be “Is global warming caused by humans?”  If you are doing glaciers, one possible question might be “Are glaciers melting faster than normal?”  The instructor will provide you with feedback on your questions following Spring Break.  You will then choose one question as your focal question for your research.

Use your textbook and other reliable internet sources, journal articles, news programs, or documentary programs among other sources to help you come up with your possible questions.
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
