Essay/Paper Format: 

Use MLA Format for citations. The final paper, a critical research paper, should be approximately 10 pages in length. You should use at least four secondary sources for final paper. Quizzes and Exams:

At the upper division level, you ought to have mastered the ability to properly distinguish in writing between your own and other writers’ ideas using quotations, paraphrase, and in-text citation of source materials. If an assignment is found to be even partially plagiarized that assignment will automatically receive an E. Be aware that I am quite proficient with a search engine and with anti-plagiarism databases.
