Sophisticated Web Page Assignment with Archival Sources (Assignment #3)

Due date: 10/16/2002*


The Assignment: You should scan and copyedit a minimum of 2 out-of-copyright archival resources (stories, essays, etc.), convert them to html, and upload and link to your home page. 

You will need to find the first, using either the 19th Century Masterlist (linked to the syllabus) or the Wellesley Index to Victorian Periodicals (available in the Library).  These should be 19th century sources:  reviews of the novel you are working on, periodical essays on some aspect of sensation fiction, a short story, and so forth. When you have found references to articles you want to scan, go to the library journal stacks (basement floor), locate the articles and make photocopies. You will use the photocopies to scan the articles.

Formatting: Scan these sources from the photocopies and convert into text using OCR. Save as a word-processing or text file. You will then have to edit the text files. You should set up a password-protected folder on your web site and upload the sources to it.  Put links to each of the sources on the main page of your web site. Each article should be featured on a separate web page, and the text should be aligned on the page using an invisible table (as in the Simple Web Page Assignment). Create links from your index page to your scanned and edited hypertext articles.

When you are done, email us the URL to your website along with the ID and password we must use to access the sources.
